WATER PURCHASE CONTRACT BETWEEN
THE JET UTILITIES AUTHORITY AND
GOLTRY PUBLIC WORKS AUTHORITY

THIS-AGREEMENT, for the sale and purchase of water made and entered into this /¢’ ‘lféday
of (_fze1l” 2007, by and between the Jet Utilities Authority, P.O. Box 247, Jet,
Oklahoma 737 49, a public trust, hereinafter referred to as SELLER and Goltry Public Works
Authority, P.O. Box 236, Goltry, Oklahoma 73739, hereinafter referred to as PURCHASER.

WITNESSETH:

Whereas, the Seller owns and operates a water supply distribution system with a capacity
currently capable of serving present customers of the Seller’s system and the estimated water
usage by the said Purchaser, and

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and mutual agreements hereinafter set
forth:

A. THE SELLER AGREES:

E To turnish the Purchaser at the point of delivery hereinafter specified, during the term of
this contract or any renewal or extension thereof, potable treated water meeting
applicable purity standards of the State of Oklahoma, Department of Environmental
Quality in such quantity as may be required by the Purchaser.

2 That water will be furnished at a reasonable constant pressure from existing main supply
located to the south of the tower. If greater pressure than that normally available at the
point of delivery is required by the Purchaser, the cost of providing such greater pressure
shall be born by the Purchaser. Emergency failures of pressure or supply due to main
supply line breaks, power failures, flood, fire, and use of water to fight fire, earthquake or
other catastrophe shall excuse the Seller from the provision for such reasonable period of
time as may be necessary to restore service.

4 Upon request by the Purchaser, the Seller will calibrate metering equipment for accuracy
measuring the quantity of water delivered to the Purchaser, but not more frequently than
once every twelve (12) months. A meter registering not more than two percent (2%)
above or below the test result shall be deemed accurate. The previous readings of any
meter disclosed by the test to be inaccurate shall be corrected for the two months
previous to such test in accordance with the percentage of inaccuracy found by such tests.
If any meter fails to register for any period, the amount of water delivered in the
corresponding period immediately prior to the failure, unless Seller and Purchaser shall
agree upon a different amount. The metering equipment shall be read on approximately
